¢ Use parental controls on devices that link
to the internet, such as the TV, laptops,
computers, games consoles and mobiles
phones.

¢ Set limits on the fime spent on all these
devices.

when you are in our school.

How you can work in partnership with us

Children will get the most out of their education when
we all work together on every issue. This means that
both school and home have to have good
communication links. Please let us know about
anything that might affect your child in school. We will
do all we can to help.

Also,
please let us know if your child will not be coming into
school by ringing us on the first day they are absent.

Risk assessments are carried out regularly.

A Single Central Register holds information on all staff
volunteers and contractors working in the school. The
Headteacher monitors it regularly inline with OFSTED
requirements.
